Village Composting: Delegation to Haines Junction Village Council
Apr 24, 2024 from Shawn Taylor

Background: The Village of Haines Junction previously invited community members to look into options
and solutions to help support a community compost program.

Interest: to support and promote the diversion of organic material from the Village of Haines Junction
landfill.

Objectives:

1. Reduce biodegradable contributions to landfill which can:
a) Reduce greenhouse gases (methane) associated with climate change
b) Help with landfill maintenance

2. Work towards future use of compost for feeding community and village landscaping projects
How can organic diversion help with Village landfill maintenance?

e Composting can increase the capacity of the landfill by reducing the volume of organics by 1/3
to 2/3 which can take up significant volume of landfill space.
e Diversion can reduce contamination of water and groundwater.

Why is it important to prevent creation of methane?

e Methane has 28 times greater global warming potential than carbon dioxide (Ref 1)

e Inthe U.S,, landfills are one of the top 3 sources of methane contribution (Ref 2)

e Northern climate change warming increases our community risk to wildfire.

e The easiest effective way to reduce landfill methane is to divert biodegradable waste. One ton
of compost saves 1 ton of greenhouse gases (even larger effect if using finished compost in soil).

e Methane reduction from landfills is a large and important focus internationally and in Canada
right now - See 2022 report (Ref 3)

Past efforts:

Our community has previously expressed interest in composting several times — it seems that we now
have available a relatively inexpensive, made-in-Yukon approach that has been tested by 5 different
communities: Mt Lorne, Carcross, Tagish, Deep Creek, and Marsh lake (Ref 4) and produced in
Whitehorse by Boreal Compost Enterprises Ltd (BCE) (Ref 5). (Mt Lorne has been running for two years).



Compost Programs (possible steps)

Phase 1 today:

Start relatively small and easy: use trialed BCI composting infrastructure (composting process
and equipment) in-vessel composter. To be clear, this phase doesn’t allow for compost use in
gardens or landscaping but does reduce landfill volume and methane production.

Cost of compost unit: (550-60k)

Essentially a designed box unit with aerated floor and fan. Composts as people add material to
system.

Only requires mechanical processing 2-3x per year and dumping with skidsteer loader once/year

Future Phase 2:

Work with community to maintain clean organics

Remove contaminants - screening program for microplastics

Monitoring and testing, and quality controls - CCME Class A compost, Compost Council of
Canada

As communities adopt Phase 1 compost programs, the creation of a Yukon community-shared, mobile
microplastic screening and testing plant will become a stronger need. This type of system could enable
unrestricted compost to be used by the Village (landscaping) or given or sold to the community for
gardens.

Notes:

Uncertified compost cannot be used without liability.

The use of finished compost in soil would clearly be valuable for gardening and Village
landscaping but it would also increase the value for mitigating climate change by actually pulling
carbon out of atmosphere (carbon sequestration) — where it can store carbon for decades in
soils.

Potential funding source for unit:

Federal Gas Tax initiative for infrastructure on solid waste and composting (Ref 6).

Legislative Policy Proclamations
Policy Number LEG 001-00

1.0 Introduction

The purpose of this policy is to establish a clear guideline for dealing with requests
for proclamations. Council may be presented with requests from interest groups
or organizations for which Council has no background on the issues, purpose or
intent of a proclamation. Issues may be international, national, territorial or local.
The purpose of this policy is to establish criteria for which proclamation requests
will be presented and considered by Council.

2.0 Responsibilities

It is the responsibility of the CAO, or delegated person, when preparing an agenda
for regular meetings of Council to follow the guidelines presented below.

3.0 Guidelines

Council will consider the following requests for proclamations at a regular

meeting;

a. Requests for proclamations made by the Federation of Canadian Municipalities.

b. Requests for proclamations made by the Association of Yukon Communities.

¢. Requests for proclamations made by a resident of the Village of Haines
Junction for local issues, where the resident appears as a Council delegate.

Council may consider the following requests for proclamations at a regular
meeting, where the CAO consults with the Mayor and the Mayor approves the

request:
a. Requests for proclamations made by other Canadian Municipalities and

provincial municipal organizations.
b. Requests for proclamations made by Federal Government Departments.

Council will not consider the following requests for proclamations at a regular
meeting;
a. Requests for proclamations which do not address local or municipal issues.

Route and Safety:

What is avian influenza?

Birds can easily catch avian influenza from each
other. The virus spreads rapidly, so if there are
several dead birds in one location, it means the virus
may be present. Not all infected birds appear sick.

Signs to look for in birds:

nervousness

tremors or lack of coordination

swelling around the head, neck, and eyes
lack of energy or movement

coughing, sneezing, or gasping for air
diarrhea

sudden death
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What is the risk to humans?

It is safe for people to eat fully cooked waterfowl
meat and eggs. The risk of people catching avian
influenza from wild birds or other wildlife is low. As
a precaution hunters should:

wear gloves

work in a well-ventilated environment

wash hands with soap and warm water
clean and disinfect equipment

wash or change clothing after handling birds
or eggs

What is the risk to other animals?

The risk of other animals catching avian influenza
from wild birds is low; however, dogs and wild
carnivores (e.g., foxes, mink, bears and seals)

can also become ill from eating infected bird
carcasses or from exposure to heavily contaminated
environments. It is a good practice for hunters

and trappers to be careful when handling wild
carnivores, and to prevent dogs from contacting sick
or dead wildlife.

What precautions should you take when hunting or harvesting eggs?

It is safe to hunt wild birds and harvest eggs if you follow the recommendations below. There may be avian
influenza virus on the shells and in the whites and yolks of eggs laid by infected birds. Infected birds may not
look sick. To protect your health and prevent the spread of the virus:

N

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Do not handle or eat birds or other wildlife that look sick or have died from
unknown causes.

Where possible, work outdoors, and wear gloves (vinyl, latex, nitrile, rubber) when
preparing harvested birds or handling eggs to avoid direct contact with blood, feces
and respiratory secretions.

Avoid touching your face and do not eat, drink, or smoke while handling birds or eggs.

Separate clean and dirty eggs during collection. Do not collect eggs that are cracked or
very dirty.

Rub dirt and debris off the eggs with a clean and dry paper towel, cloth, or brush. Do
not wash or soak eggs with water. Water can allow germs to enter the egg.

Always wash your hands right after handling harvested birds or eggs. Soap and
warm water is best. If you cannot use soap and water, use hand sanitizer (at least
60% alcohol).

Always thoroughly wash and disinfect all equipment and surfaces that touch the eggs
or birds. Use soapy water first. Then use a household disinfectant or a bleach solution
(25 mlor 5 tsp bleach to 2 L or 8 cups water).

As soon as you are finished, remove and wash and/or change clothing and footwear
that may be contaminated with blood, feces, or mucus. When you move between
separate bird colonies, brush soil and vegetation off your boots and clothing, change
your gloves and use hand sanitizer. This is to avoid spreading the virus.

Getting your seasonal flu shot will lower the risk of getting human and avian influenza at the same time,
and help prevent the development of new viruses.

If you become ill with influenza symptoms after handling wild birds, wild bird eggs or other
wildlife, contact your local health centre as soon as possible and inform them you have been in

contact with wildlife.




How do you cook or
prepare wild bird meat or
harvested eggs?

It is safe for people to consume fully cooked
game birds or eggs. To reduce your risk of

exposure to avian influenza and other diseases, it
is important to follow these recommendations:

1 Fully cook game meat and eggs.
Freezing does not kill the virus!

= Avoid eating eggs raw or partially
cooked (runny yolk)

= Avoid using raw eggs in foods
that will not be cooked or baked

= Cook the meat thoroughly. There
should be no pink meat and the
juices should run clear

2 Follow general safe food
handling practices

= Keep raw meat, organs and eggs
separate from other food products to
avoid cross contamination

m  Wash your hands before and after handling raw
meat, organs or eggs

m  Thoroughly clean and disinfect your prep area
including tools and work surfaces

If you see dead birds or birds acting
e strangely, tell the Conservation Officer in
your community.

Do not handle wild birds found dead or birds that
are acting strangely. If you must touch a wild bird
that was found dead, wear gloves or use a doubled
plastic bag. Avoid contact with the bird’s body fluids
and feces. Wash your hands thoroughly with soap
and warm water or use hand sanitizer (at least

60% alcohol).

Avian influenza has also been found in other
wildlife. You are always encouraged to report
sightings of wildlife acting strangely or dead wildlife
to your local Conservation Office.

SUBJECT: Update - Highly Pathogenic Avian Influenza in Wild Birds in Canada

This letter is to update information previously shared with you and remind you that highly
pathogenic avian influenza is still circulating in Canada. As spring migration for migratory birds
gets underway, please share this information through your networks so people are
informed of the outbreak, know how to report sick or dead animals, and take appropriate
precautions.

What is Highly Pathogenic Avian Influenza?

Wild birds in Canada and throughout the world are natural carriers of avian influenza viruses.
Although some wild birds may get sick and die, others can be infected and still appear healthy.
Avian influenza can spread to domestic poultry and sometimes mammals, such as foxes, who
may eat infected birds. Avian influenza viruses are designated as highly pathogenic when they
have characteristics that cause mass disease and mortality in infected poultry. Infection with
highly pathogenic avian influenza virus also can cause disease and mortality in wild birds.
Rarely, avian influenza may also spread to people after repeated, close contact with infected
sick or dead poultry, or after exposure to heavily contaminated environments (e.g., infected
poultry barns). There have been no human cases of avian influenza from exposure to wild
animals in North America.

Status of Highly Pathogenic Avian Influenza in Canada

Highly pathogenic avian influenza was detected in Canada in the Atlantic provinces in
December 2021 and has spread across Canada and the United States. See Annex 1 for
sampling efforts and cases in the territories in 2023 and a map of live goose sampling results.
Additional birds will be tested this year in the north, and results will be shared.

The Highly Pathogenic Avian Influenza - Wildlife Dashboard provides cases of infections
detected in wild birds in Canada. The United States Department of Agriculture has also
regularly updated maps to show the states where highly pathogenic avian influenza has been
confirmed in wild birds, as well as recent detections in the United States.

Hunter Safety

To minimize the risk of exposure to avian influenza from harvested animals, the Public Health
Agency of Canada recommends precautionary measures for hunters. While there is no
documented evidence of humans getting avian influenza from handling or consuming game
meat or eggs that have been fully cooked, it is recommended to follow safety measures to

reduce risk. Safety measures include not harvesting sick animals or in areas where sick
animals are found, as well as following safe handling and cooking guidelines. Dogs and cats
should not be fed raw meat from game birds. Detailed guidance for hunters is provided on the
Government of Canada’s website: Wild birds and avian influenza — Handling guidelines -
Canada.ca and Avian influenza in wild birds - Canada.ca (section on “Information for hunters
and egg harvesters”).

If You Observe a Sick or Dead Wild Animal

Signs that a bird may have highly pathogenic avian influenza include lack of energy or
movement, nervousness, tremors or lack of coordination, swelling around the head, neck and
eyes, coughing, gasping for air or sneezing, diarrhea, or sudden death. Mammals may also
become infected with avian influenza; there was one confirmed case in a red fox in the Yukon
in 2022. As a general guideline, you should not handle dead wild animals without appropriate
precautions, or live animals that are acting strangely. If you observe sick or injured animals,
please contact Yukon’s “Turn in Poachers and Polluters” (TIPP) line at 1-800-661-

0525 or report it online. If you wish to submit a dead animal, please contact the Animal Health
Unit at the Department of Environment (animalhealth@yukon.ca, 867-667-5600). Please
include the date, location, species and how many sick or dead animals were recorded in your
observation.

In certain cases, local authorities may recommend that the public safely disposes of dead
animals. The disposal of carcasses must be done in a sanitary manner by following guidance
provided by the relevant authority. The Public Health Agency of Canada and the Yukon
Government’s Animal Health Unit recommends wearing gloves or using a doubled plastic bag
if you must handle wild carcasses, and avoiding contact with blood, body fluids and feces. You
should then wash your hands thoroughly with soap and warm water or use hand sanitizer.

What is Environment & Climate Change Canada (ECCC) doing about Avian Influenza?

We continue to coordinate with the Yukon Government and the Canadian Wildlife Health
Cooperative on the reporting and sampling of sick and dead birds. We will also continue to
communicate with First Nations, Councils, Indigenous Governments, Renewable Resource
Councils, and Wildlife Management Boards in the Yukon.

Live Sampled Snow Goose Results

Four hundred and twenty-nine (429) samples were collected from live Snow Goose in southern
Manitoba and Saskatchewan during spring migration in 2023. A very small percentage (0.2%)
of samples were positive for HPAI and for low pathogenic avian influenza (0.7%) (LPAI). LPAI
is a different type of avian influenza virus and persists at low levels in waterfowl populations; it
is less contagious than HPAI and generally does not cause clinical iliness or death in infected
birds. Three (3) geese found dead during the same period were also tested, and only one dead

goose tested positive for HPAI.

For the Northern region, a total of 313 samples were collected from live snow geese in summer
on Bank Islands, Northwest Territories. No snow geese were sampled in Yukon or Nunavut in
2023. None of the samples collected in the Northwest Territories were positive for avian

influenza. See map for 2023 sample locations.
